
Annex about business-logic
By the Agreement № ___ from______

To the Agreement № ___ dated______ (“Agreement”)

Between companies COMPANY 1 (“COMPANY 1”) and Company
In this Annex Supplier is a company that receives the traffic under the Agreement.

In this Annex Client is a company that sends the traffic under the Agreement.
Business logic of COMPANY 1 is based on the following assumptions:

1. Routing of traffic takes a place on all of subcodes and codes, offered by supplier. Thus traffic is routed on the longest subcode, given by the supplier for this direction.

2. Longest subcodes, if their price is higher than at shorter code, are not deleted, but continue to operate, if there is no special notice from Supplier. For example, if price on a code 234806 is 13 cents, and on a code 23480 is 9 cents, call on the number of 234806121212 will be billed at a price of 13 cents. On all of other codes of 23480* - at price 9 cents.

3. Shorter (basic) codes, if their price is higher, than of subcodes, do not SUBSTITUTE  the action of subcodes which continue to operate, if there is not the special notice from Supplier. For example, if price on a code 79 makes 6 cents, but before a supplier gave a subcode 7903 at price 4 cents, traffic on a number 7903797979 it will be considered in the system for 4 cents, because there was not notification from a supplier about closing of this subcode, increase of price on him or his plugging in a basic code.

4. Routing on more long subcodes, not prescribed in a basic code, but beginnings from the number of basic code, it will be passes on this code. For example, if a supplier prescribed a code 1, but did not prescribe separately a code on Dominica (1809), call on 1809121212 will be routed to this Supplier at price, indicated for a basic code 1. Such codes must be either blocked for the reception of traffic or prescribed in separate list with pointing of price or status of block.

5. If Supplier sells the code of proper (for example, 380), but will not make separately a price on mobile operators (38067, 38050 etc.), all traffic to mobile operators will go on the code of proper and will be billed at price of proper, because other is not foreseen in notifications from Supplier.

6. If Supplier implies, that the action of all longer subcodes, prescribed before substitutes shorter codes, then Notice must be send to the Customer about removing from routing of longer subcodes with pointing that from the moment of entering of Notice into force all of subcodes will be billed at price of basic code. Such Notice must go into effect not before than ____ days from the moment of notification of a Client. Example of such Notice:
Dear Colleagues! 

Officially we advise you about the change of tariffs and codes on traffic termination on directions of Russia and Russia mobile on a network of ____________ Company  from September, 1, 2006 Please, pay attention, that traffic termination will  be accepted ONLY ON the codes  and tariffs POINTED IN THIS  NOTIFICATION  on directions of Russia and Russia, mobile.  Previous tariffs and codes on these directions should be CONSIDERED INVALID.

7. If some subcode is non-operational and have to be removed from a price-list, Supplier has two options:
· to send Notice ___ days prior about price INCREASE on this subcode to the level of basic code. 

· ______ days prior to send Notice about closing of this subcode and its plugging in to a basic code (and also increase of price to the level of basic code). 
In case if Customer agrees to accept Notice about removing or increasing of price on a subcode from a present moment, Supplier has a right to promote a price from a present moment after the receipt of writing confirmation from the manager of Customer.

8. At signing of agreement billing increments are specified on codes for Customer. Thus 1/1 implies as per second. Per minute billing is designated as 60/60.

9. Every Notice from Supplier have to contain: 
· Code 

· Name of destination

· Cost per minute 

· Increment (1/1 or other) 

· Status (increase, decrease, delete, without a change) 

· Effective date 

· Status of the before prescribed subcodes of this code (if they are subject a change).  
If Supplier implies a new code for Proper route, he has to specify status of mobile codes and cities in the abovementioned Notice, if they have a price, different from the cost of Proper (higher or lower).
If a Supplier sends a Notice about closing of subcodes or their plugging in to a basic code, he has to specify it clearly in the Notice, to avoid double meaning. In the case of absence of explanations about status of subcodes, a basic code registers, but subcodes are not deleted and billed on the basis of before indicated prices.
10. A Supplier agrees that Customer does NOT CARRY responsibility for errors in notifications or billing system of Supplier. If a Supplier sent incorrect prices and did not send clarification till the effective date of these prices, prices are considered accepted and faithful and not subject a dispute or count. For example, if a supplier sent a price on a code 1 equal to a 1 cent and did not prescribe in a price-list separately a price on subcodes 1809, 1767 (Dominica), but accepted a traffic on these subcodes, he can not require the count of price, because he did not notice these codes as separated codes in price-list.

11.  If Supplier gives different tariff plans which differ by technical prefix (for example, price-list for wholesale with prefix #11 and premium price-list for retail with prefix 0647), Company-supplier has to specify technical prefix in notification. Otherwise a price-list will not be accepted for any tariff plan and notification will be considered invalid.

In case if the sent notification gives the possibility for double meaning and abuse of error of Supplier, Customer should ask Supplier for CLARIFICATION and receipt of ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS.

This Annex is incorporated in the Agreement and constitutes the whole of the agreement between the Parties with respect to the above subject matter.

All terms used but not defined shall have the same meaning as in the Agreement.
